We find that we are in need of your assistance in order to maintain the properties in the parish. 
We have been making every attempt to manage the upkeep, but it is now out of our reach. 
The following are the most critical items that need attention: 

Yඈඎ ආൺඒ ඁൺඏൾ ඇඈඍංർൾൽ the “colorful” floor in the church hall. The broken tiles 
have been replaced, with non-asbestos tiles. We have investigated the removal of all the 
asbestos tiles and replacement of the original floor (installed in 1954) to include haz-
ardous waste disposal for the sum of $40,000. We did receive a very generous donation 
toward the replacement, but not nearly enough to cover the full cost.

We were advised that replacing the fire panel requires additional items to be added to bring us within code of the 
Fire Department. It will be necessary to add strobe lights in the rest rooms (3), an exterior beacon and remote an-
nunciator at the main entrance. The cost is $4,991 to complete the project.  
 

 W  L  U : This project was paid for and the installation completed. 
 
Hඈඍ Wൺඍൾඋ Hൾൺඍൾඋ 
June 2018...We needed to replace the hot water tank in the church on the Hudson campus.  
The cost was $1,530 for a 50 gallon tank.  
 

 W  L  U : This project was paid for and the new hot water heater installed. 

Tඁൾ ൺ඀ൾ ඈൿ ඍඁൾ ൻඈංඅൾඋඌ in Nashua (convent-rectory-church) are at a point 
where we will need to consider replacing them at an estimated cost of $25,000 each. 
(New boilers have already been replaced in Hudson.) 
 

 W  L  U : The church boiler has been paid for. 

Rൾඉඅൺർൾ ංඇർൺඇൽൾඌർൾඇඍ/ඈඋ ൿඅඎඈඋൾඌർൾඇඍ අං඀ඁඍඌ in all the structures 
on both campuses with LED equipment. Estimated costs $10,000. The expense 
would be negligible considering the savings in the power use costs over time.
